Ghunnah: Make a sound through your nose and stretch it twice.
In the book, Tashdeed sign for such cases is represented by the symbol ( )compared to
the symbol ( ) .

Why Ghunnah? 

• This is the way, our Prophetصلى الله عليه وسلم recited it.
• Possible reason: In the rush, you may miss it! And the one listening

behind may get confused in the message! Understand the Qur’an!
• Amazing: It gives emphasis to the words that are spoken! اِن َّ : Indeed,  ولا

تَمُوْتُن َّ : Never you die! Enjoy/Focus while reading/listening to ghunnah.
